Resolution in Support of Renaming
Portions of Northeast Fourth Avenue as
“Flying L Drive”

WHEREAS, Fort Lauderdale High School is the oldest high school in Broward County
Florida; and

WHEREAS, the “Flying L” mascot, a large winged blue L with an arrow through the
center displayed at the 1917 state track meet, was subsequently adopted by the City of
Fort Lauderdale as Fort Lauderdale High School’s mascot; and

WHEREAS, Fort Lauderdale High School is requesting that the Broward County School
District in cooperation with the City of Fort Lauderdale support and approve the
renaming of portions of Northeast Fourth Avenue as Flying L Drive from Northeast
Thirteenth Street to the bridge, which serves as a boundary between Fort Lauderdale and
the City of Wilton Manors; and

WHEREAS, the school district has previously requested the co-naming of portions of
streets fronting high schools to honor mascots or alumni; and

WHEREAS, the renaming of portions of Northeast Fourth Avenue to Flying L Drive
along with the completion of Fort Lauderdale High School construction will recapture
once again the pride and accomplishments shared by the students parents alumni and the
Fort Lauderdale community; and

WHEREAS, renaming portions of Northeast Fourth Avenue to Flying ” L™ Drive is the
result of a project created by students in Mr. John Pellegrino’s class, especially Jennifer
Vogel, Peter Gies and Danny Levy. The District Commends their dedication, persistence
and drive to see this project to its completion.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the School Board of Broward County,
Florida, supports and approves the renaming of portions of Northeast Fourth Avenue as
“Flying L Drive”.
